Several issues have been reported that may affect customers using v2.92, Build 9825 of the Micro Motion ProLink® II software program.  The issues listed below are addressed with ProLink II v2.92 Patch_1.
IMPORTANT:  Before using the patch, you should manually preserve two database files in the ProLink II installation folder, FCFCalVerify.mdb and MarineBunker.mdb, to proactively prevent accidental loss of important customer data.  The patch may not do this automatically.
1. When trying to connect with a 2700 Profibus-PA device with firmware v2.2, connection is not possible.
2. When saving or restoring device configuration data on 64-bit Windows systems, a high number of upload and download error messages occurs with all devices.
3. When using the Marine Bunkering application, the Max Aeration Limit register was not being logged correctly.  Floating point registers 4361/4362 must be used to log Max Aeration Limit.
4. When logging Delta T, some locale settings in Windows Control Panel would result in writing scientific format numbers incorrectly to the log file.
5. The 'Profibus Address' parameter was missing on the Device configuration screen for the 2700 Profibus-PA device with v3.0 and higher firmware.
6. When running meter verification with the 2700F v6.0 device, only the older meter verification screens were being shown.  The 2700F v6.0 device supports Smart Meter Verification.
7. When using the Marine Bunkering application with a standard ProLink II customer license, the program would show error messages and even crash at times.  Similar problems were not seen with a secure ProLink II license.
All of the above issues have been resolved with the patch.  The patch can only be used with ProLink II v2.92, Build 9825 as shown in the About dialog or with a previous installation of the patch.  After the patch is applied, the About dialog will show Build 9827.  Note later builds of the patch can be used to update earlier, pre-release builds.
